Policy Amendments 

Amendment 1
Proposition to rename the Society GMs and AGM to ‘Society Assemblies’

Amendment 2
Addition to Society Policy Section 4: ‘Governance of affiliated societies’
To allow societies to add restrictions on representative committee membership roles e.g. women’s rep must be a woman
4.a.10. - Societies may additionally create representative roles on their committee which are restricted to a specific widening access or inclusion group. Any condition of membership must be a suggestion based on self-identification only, and cannot require students to present evidence. All other committee positions must be open to all members with no restriction based on any criteria.

All other committee positions, other than Development Officers, must be open to all members with no restriction based on any criteria.
